Learning Outcomes:

e Define the notion of affine variety.

e Understand and use the coordinate ring to study morphisms of affine varieties

o Define the notion of projective variety.

e Define and compute intersection multiplicities.

e Be able to state and use Bezout’s theorem in the plane.

e Define what it means to be non-singular and use the Jacobian criterion to identify non-singular
varieties.

e Define birational morphisms and interpret them in terms of the function field of an algebraic
variety.
