This privilege is 

forfeited.  

 

Evaluation Scheme for Missed Assessments 

 

In the absence of academic consideration, all assignments or quizzes missed will receive a mark of zero. 

Even with academic consideration, assignment submissions more than one week beyond the original due 

date will not be accepted or graded. (To request a one-week extension of the due date for an assignment, 

contact the instructor before the original deadline. This is not an academic consideration.) 

 

If academic consideration for up to three missed assignments is granted, your mark for those 

assignments will be replaced by the average mark on your other assignments. If academic consideration 

for more than three missed assignments is granted, each other assignment will count for 5% of your 

course grade and the excess assignment mark will be assigned to the final examination. There will be no 

makeups for missed assignments.    

 

If academic consideration for one quiz is granted, the mark for that quiz will be replaced by the average 

mark on your other quizzes. If academic consideration for more than one missed quiz is granted, each 

other quiz will count for 12% of your course grade and the excess quiz mark will be assigned to the final 

exam. There will be no makeups for missed quizzes. 

 

When a student misses the Final Exam and their Academic Consideration has been granted, they will be 

allowed to write the Special Examination (the name given by the University to a makeup Final Exam).
